Homework Assignment Policy


· All homework assignment submissions must follow the directions given on the assignment pages:

· Answers only should be recorded on the assignment sheet itself

· Pages showing work must be attached to the assignment sheet showing work

· All work must be shown in order to receive credit

· In addition, the following general principles apply:

· Homework should be legible!  If I can’t read it, I can’t grade it.  And I don’t read minds well.

· Only homework should be submitted… not problems written on the back of pages containing class notes

· Pages should have only one column of problems… I’m not interested in saving trees, I’m interested in being able to read your work

· Don’t write smaller than a 12 point font… I’m serious.  I’m not reading papers with a magnifying glass.  If you type it, you can use a 10 point, font if you like. 

· No ragged notebook edges… remove them so that they don’t catch on other papers

· Pages of work should be stapled or paper clipped to your assignment… and no, I don’t carry a stapler with me to class; you should do this at home.

· I don’t care if you use pen, but no not submit pages with large sections of work that has been scribbled out.

· All homework problems should be clearly labeled on your sheets with work.  If I can’t locate the work for a problem, I can’t give credit for it.

· The following general suggestions also apply:

· Consider initially each page or writing your name on them in case they get separated.

· Number each page so that if your problems are out of order, you can leave me a note about where to locate the work for a problem easily.


Failure to comply with all these conditions (except the last two suggestions) could result in a penalty of up to 20% of the assignment.
